‘fun’ can be had by seeking to 
acquire the mental resources, 
skills, and equipment to be safe 
and even comfortable when 
everything …how should I say…
turns south. 
My mantras are the Boy Scout 
Motto “Be Prepared” and the U.
S. Coast Guard motto Sempar 
Paratus (Always Ready). To be 
totally honest I now see the 
wisdom of the cowboy saying -- 
“Good judgment comes from 
experience, and a lot of that 
comes from bad judgment.” As a 
former pilot I remember that not-
so-pleasant, “God please get-me-
out-of-this” feeling when 
running out of ideas, options and 
altitude at about the same time…
which brings me back to Be 
Prepared, Sempar Paratus, 
ohmmm... 
At the meeting last month, I 
handed out copies of my 
‘hindsight’ list of Yukon River 
equipment and supplies. This list 
has been refined for almost 50 
years and reflects the lessons I 
have learned while seeking that 
thing called experience.  
For the next several editions of 
this newsletter, I hope to explain 
and discuss many of the items on 
my list. I will start out with that 
very important ‘never leave 
home without it’ equipment; 
which I always have on my 
person as the last line of defense 
in an emergency. Such 
equipment can serve to keep you 
from slipping from a 21st century 
experience back into a stone-age 
situation. 
This month I have included just a 
photograph of some of my 
personal survival kit options: an 
emergency belt pouch, a survival 
belt, a neck-chain survival kit, 
and some pocket items, some of 
which I carry with me always 

when participating in remote 
outdoor activities. Just walking 
into the brush for a ‘nature call’ 
along the Yukon can quickly turn 
into a survival situation without 
some of these ‘never leave home 
without it’ equipment. 
If you don’t have a copy of the 
contents list of these kits, which 
were handed out at the 
November HCC meeting, and 
would like a copy--I can e-mail 
you one. In the picture, the black 
pouch is what I call a Belt 
Expedition Field Kit. The 
Survival Belt is coiled under my 
sheath knife. The Neck Lanyard 
Kit is the long silver capsule. 
The orange container is a cheap, 
easily obtained boating key-safe 
that can also serve the same 
purpose (more on this next 
month). The lexan box (part of 
the belt kit) is a stand-alone kit 
that can be carried in a pocket. 
Knives and other sharp objects 
are, by far, my favorite topic. I 
have collected over a hundred 
knives in my quest for the 
perfect knife. Needless-to-say; 
more on this will follow. The 
purchase, use, and rationale of 
each component should become 
clear as we ‘paddle along’ over 
the next few months.  
 
I have attached here a list of 
topics which come to mind when 
contemplating this series of 
articles.

Naked Into the Wilderness 
 
Okay! Now that I have your 
attention…my name is Steve 
Newhouse, a recent addition to the 
Hoosier Canoe Club membership. 
I enjoyed meeting many of you at 
the Fall HCC Meeting; where I 
talked about my recent 2040-mile, 
4-month journey with Verlen and 
Jenny Kruger on the 2002 Yukon 
Canoe Odyssey. I have the 
pleasure of being asked to do a 
series of articles on the topic of 
(and this is the fun part) anything I 
want.  
Well, since I already have the 
perfect canoe---hmm ---my topics 
will range into the realm of general 
equipment minimalism and 
refinement, wilderness survival 
equipment and outdoor survival 
skills, including: preparedness, 
first aid, shelter, fire, water, 
communication, and (another of 
my favorite topics) food. 
Don’t let the word survival put you 
off. When I think of escape and 
evasion, I’m referring to 
‘escaping’ to wild places for fun 
and recreation while ‘evading’ 
getting myself into serious trouble.  
There is a wealth of interest and 
information out there on these 
topics. A recent search of Amazon.
com shows almost 200 books in 
print on the topic of outdoor 
survival. There are dozens and 
dozens of web sites dedicated to 
this topic.  It has been reported that 
between 1995 and 2000 there was 
a 31% increase of Search and 
Rescue responses within the 
National Park system alone. In 
1999 almost 71 million people 
visited wilderness or primitive 
areas. Canoes, ATVs, 
snowmobiles, mountain bikes, and 
cross country skis open up 
wonderful areas in which to 
recreate, explore and just have fun.  
I have always found that additional

A Bunch of Boaters 
A group of unicorns is called a 
blessing.

Canoe Sailing 

Last summer, after returning from 
Canada, I became depressed. The 
rivers in Indiana were dry, muddy 
and smelled like a hog lot. My 
regular paddling companions had 
disappeared into the city. There 
were no Hoosier Canoe Club trips 
planned for flat-water paddling. 
Remembering the exhilaration felt 
on Missinaibi Lake when we 
covered 25 kilometers in a day 
with improvised sails, I decided to 
learn more about canoe sailing. 
Indiana lakes still had plenty of 
water. I wanted to be able to sail 
toward all points, not just 
downwind. To me, the ability to 
tack upwind is what makes this 
aspect of canoeing interesting. 
Research on the internet turned up 
several good pages on the subject. 
Canoe sailing is big on the east 
coast, Canada and, England. The 
American Canoe Association has a 
sailing section complete with rules, 
regulations and racing. Rules and 
racing don’t appeal to me, I am 
more interested in gunkholing, 
spending the day coasting from 
point A to B and poking into quiet 
coves and bays along the way. 
Canoe touring is my thing and I’d 
like to be able to use a sail when 
wilderness tripping. 
Figuring it would be a stable 
platform for learning, I choose my 
16’ Souris River tandem to outfit 
with a sail rig. After installing a 
mast step and partner (thanks to 
Dwon Miller for instructing me on 
the correct nomenclature) I was 
almost ready to set sail. A mast 
can be made of wood, carbon 
fiber, fiberglass, aluminum, even 
bamboo! The main thing it needs  
to be is light, reasonably strong 
and able to be stored in the canoe. 
I didn’t want to spend much 
money so I used a discarded 16’ 

painters’ extension pole from 
Sherwin Williams. Taking apart 
the two sections, the top became 
a boom and the lower 8’ length 
my mast. A 2’ extension carved 
from closet pole made the mast 
10’ over all. That is plenty tall 
enough for learning. My sail was 
fashioned from leftover pieces of 
an el cheapo blue poly tarp. I sit 
near the center in the bilge of the 
canoe and use my paddle as a 
tiller.  
Homemade Dutch style 
leeboards (for shallow water 
work, short and shaped like a 
teardrop) and a bracket that 
clamps across the gunnels  
complete the outfit. Leeboards 
make sailing upwind possible. 
Without them the canoe would 
simply drift sideways instead of 
making any leeway. All in all I  
have less than $100.00 in my rig. 
If you have never sailed it is 
quite an experience when your 
boat heads out. The canoe starts 
to lean and the leeboards begin 
to sing as they slice thru the 
water. You feel the exhilaration 
of running with the wind. There 
have been a lot of strange looks  
and comments from fishermen 
and other paddlers. Most have 
never heard of a sail on a canoe. 
Big sailboats sometimes coast by 
full of questions about my rig. 
They might be laughing at me, 
but hey, the wind is free and I’m 
having a ball! I am comfortable 
up to force 4 winds (13-18mph). 
Above that the canoe begins to 
get unmanageable and I reef in 
the sail or head for shore. 
If you are interested in canoe 
sailing I recommend a beautiful 
book, “Canoe Rig, the Art and 
the Essence” by Todd E. 
Bradshaw. Mr. Bradshaw 
concentrates on recreating the 
stylish historical sailing canoes  

of the 1800’s. This book is a 
work of art with outstanding 
color drawings of canoes, rigs 
and how to make them. An 
internet search on the subject 
will also turn up many good 
resource pages. If you don’t want 
to build your own there are 
several commercial rigs  
available. 
It would be nice to have a sailing 
canoe regatta out on Eagle Creek 
next spring!

Volunteer of the Year
